On Thursday 11th November 2021 4:00PM – 6:30PM we will be running a face-to-face parent 
consultation evening. This is an opportunity for you to meet with your child’s form tutor and their 
subject teachers to discuss the progress your child has been making in their subjects.  
 
When you arrive at Waverley School, you will be given a summary report of your child’s 
attainment. This will include:

 your child’s attendance for this academic year; 

 your child’s behaviour report for this academic year.  

Your child should accompany you during the parent consultation evening. Please note that this 
evening is for parents/carers with legal responsibility for the care of your child. Children should 
not attend accompanied solely by a sibling or another relative.
